
Identify the emergency event for which a CDTA would be a useful resource 


(at the local public health department)





Form a CDTA Committee





Determine appropriate drug therapy for emergency event





Define clinical and dosing guidelines under the emergency event





Create first draft of your CDTA 





Share the first draft of your CDTA with key stakeholders for review





Identify:


(1)Subject matter experts (SMEs); 


(2) An appropriate prescriptive authority; and , 


(3) A contact in the legal department of your public health department





Revise & finalize CDTA based on feedback





Submit CDTA to State Board of Pharmacy for official approval as a legal document





Train pharmacists and other relevant health care professionals on the CDTA protocol





Develop educational materials and CDTA support materials





Finalize template screening forms and other relevant supporting documents to be used during an emergency event





Conduct a tabletop exercise to evaluate the CDTA protocol





Revise CDTA protocol as necessary (re-file with State Board of Pharmacy if necessary)





Make the CDTA and associated materials available online through public health department website





Periodically evaluate the CDTA and update as necessary





Begin to discuss the simultaneous development of an MOU that will cover the protocol defined by the CDTA (MOU development not covered in this Toolkit)
